‘'Lesson #16- Forging a Ribbon Taper
Definition: Reducing the cross section of a bar

Overview:A ribbon taper tapers in thickness while the width of
the parent bar remains constant.

Intent: The student will forge a ribbon taper with a resulting taper
length of 2 3/4", while maintaining the width of the original
parent stock..

Tools: Basic tools, including a straight edge, and outside calipers.

3. Side view of the set-up shape. Notice how the thickness of
Material: Mild steel, 1/4" x 3/4"x 24". the parent stock has increased towards the tip.
