Name
The name of this not-for-profit corporation shadl BOUTHWEST ARTIST BLACKSMITHS ASSOCIATION.
The official abbreviation of this name shall be SBA

ARTICLE Il
Purposes and Objectives

The Corporation is organized exclusively for edigratl purposes, including such purposes as folléavsncour-
age and facilitate the establishment of traininggpams for aspiring smiths; to disseminate inforamaabout
sources of material and equipment; to expose thef dtacksmithing to the public;
to serve as a center of information about blacksmgtfor architects, interior designers, otheriiested groups
and the general public; to promote friendship. @oactivities, and sharing of knowledge among thélss.

ARTICLE Il

Membership
Section 1 - Qualifications: Any person, firm, schaouseum, etc. engaged in blacksmithing or ativiallied

thereto may become a member.

Section 2 - Categories of Membership: There shathle following categories of membership in thesdksation:

(@) A regular individual member is one who preesi blacksmithing as
a profession or avocation, or has interegiiénart.

(b) A household membership is a single memberfshmip family unit.

(c) A student member is one who is a full timgdsint in a recognized
educational institution, with adequate prapéttest such status.

(d) A senior citizen member is one who has atiditne age of 65.

(e) A contributory member is one who elects tg $30.00 or more for
an annual membership.

Section 3 -Membership Qualifications: A personnfior corporation may become a member by writtediegupon

of forms provided by SWABA, accompanied by one igedues, to the President or Secretary.
Section 4 - Honorary Members:The Board of Directoeg elect Honorary Members by unanimous vote ®f th
Board members present.
